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 This compilation is an attempt to bring together Ozark odonate collection and 

distribution information from a variety of sources, and present it in a clear and easily -

accessi ble form.  Every care has been taken to insure the accuracy of the information, and 

any errors, omissions, or oversights are completely the fault of the author.  

 

METHODOLOGY  
 

 Recently, the advent of Dr. John Abbottõs remarkable on-line Odonata Central 

(www.odonatacentral.org ) has proven to be a valuable resource for listing individual 

collecting efforts, and documenting the presence of odonate species throughout the country 

(and the world).  
 

 Information from Odo nata Central for the selected counties was first extracted, with 

the submissions from Thomas W. Donnellyõs DOT Map Project segregated from those 

entries representing collections by other individuals.  In 2005, Linden Trial updated her 

Atlas of Missouri Odo nata , published by the Missouri Department of Conservation, which 

provided a species -by-species distribution of odonate adult and nymph forms which had 

been collected in Missouri.  Distribution data from the Atlas of Missouri Odonates  (both 

adult and nymph s) and from the Oklahoma Biological Survey were studied and included.   

 

After the initial draft of this report was completed and circulated, Nick Donnelly 

called my attention to the extensive Arkansas distribution records compiled by Dr. George 

L. Harp.  Dr. Harpõs publications in the Proceedings of the Arkansas Academy of Science  

and Argia  were consulted, and his myriad contributions added to the data.  No 

comprehensive distribution information for the state of Kansas was found.  Vic Fazio kindly 

provided  Oklahoma distribution information in the form of a report by Brenda Smith -Patten 

from the Oklahoma Biological Survey.  Smith -Patten personally furnished updates to her 

data, which corrected and improved the Oklahoma material.

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A few individual records,  primarily larval records from the authorõs collection (verified 

by experts), and selected records from the Enns Entomological Museum at the University of 

Missouri -Columbia are included.  A complete examination of the Enns collection has not 

been made for the purposes of this report.  

 

The author has presented the distribution data in several ways:  first, by listing each 

of the one hundred fifty -two (152) individual  (forty -seven [47] zygopteran, one hundred five 

[105] anisopteran) species found in the area , showing first a distribution map, then a 

listing, of the counties from which the species has been reported.  English names, as well 

as the taxonomic arrangement of the species accounts, are taken from Paulson & Dunkle, 

2011.  Alongside each county repres ented is found an alphabetic code which indicates the 

source of the information.  

 

This section is immediately followed by a listing of the counties which comprise the 

Ozark region, with a state map showing the location of the particular county, followed by  a 

listing of the individual species which have been reported within each county, again with 

each representative species followed by a source code.  An Excel spreadsheet, with columns 

showing the individual species known to have been collected in the geogr aphic area, and 

with rows assigned to each of the counties, was prepared to aid in the compilation of the 

data.  This spreadsheet has not been included in this report, but all data contained therein 

has been assimilated into the accounts.

 It should be noted, and clearly understood, that the odonate collection at the Enns Entomological Museum 

has NOT been exhaustively examined.  In October 2011, while preparing a seasonality stud y of Missouri 

odonates, I visited the museum, and examined every identified specimen, but noted ONLY dates of collection, 

and not locations.  Only one taxon, Calopteryx maculata , was examined in any detail, and information gleaned 

therefrom is included her ein.  To the best of my knowledge, no written curatorial records of the collection 

exist, and this report would be greatly enhanced by the examination of every specimen, to determine 

collection locality.  In a few instances, the presence of a collected spe cimen in the museum has been noted by 

other researchers, and that information is included in this report.
